Dear Drill Team/Color Guard Director:

I am writing in regard to the award initiated several years ago for drill teams and color guards by the Iowa State
Dance Drill Team Association. This is an award for academic achievement for such groups. The ISDTA
Academic Award is computed on the current year’s squad using the previous year’s academic record. In other
words, the Academic Award for 2010-2011 will be calculated using the 2009-2010 squad’s grades.

Only teams competing at the State Competition on Dec. 2-3, 2010 will be eligible for the ISDTA Academic
Awards. All applications must be postmarked by October 1, 2010 and signed by the guidance counselor or
principal with an official school seal to be accepted by ISDTA. Applications received after the deadline or
incomplete applications will be refused. All GPA must be converted to a 4.0 grade scale.

If you think you have a squad from this year that meets the requirements, please check the grades of each girl
on your squad this year 2010-2011 for both semesters of the 2009-2010 school year, add these up, and divide
by the number of girls on the squad, including managers (if they are letterwinners). Do this for both first and
second semesters. Then add these two averages together, divide by two, and this will be your squad’s grade
point average for 2010-2011. A worksheet for computing this average is included on the back of the applica-
tion form.

Complete this application form using this year’s squad and last year’s grades. Academic Award recipients will
be listed in the program at the Iowa State Team Dance/Drill Team Championships to be held on Thursday,
December 2 and Friday, December 3 at Wells Fargo Arena and HyVee Hall. The awards (plaques for the
schools and individual certificates for the members) can be picked up at registration.

ACADEMIC ACHIEVEMENT AWARD FOR DRILL TEAMS AND COLOR GUARDS
1. What are the awards for excellence by a team in academics?

a. A combined team grade point average of 3.0-3.49 earns the “Excellence in Academic Achievement” Award.
b. A combined team grade point average of 3.50-4.0 earns the “Distinguished in Academic Achievement” Award.

NOTE: Grade point averages are based on a 4-point system. (A=4.0, B=3.0, C=2.0, D=1.0)
2. Who makes up the team or squad?

a. All team members in grades 10-12.
b. Ninth grade students, if they are included as part of the high school team and have a gpa from junior high, but most ninth graders
do not have a gpa from junior high school, so do not include them in your average.
c. Managers are included as part of the team, if they are letter winners.

3. Award Program
a. The school will receive a plaque to be displayed for its academic achievement.
b. Each individual on the team and their director will receive a certificate indicating they were a member or director of the
team receiving academic achievement.

4. Grading period for academic achievement awards
a. An application must be submitted by the drill team or color guard director, signed by the principal or guidance counselor verifying
the team grade point average. The application must also have an official school seal.
b. This academic period will cover a full year of two semesters from the previous school year.
c. Teams must be current members of the Iowa State Dance/Drill Team Association and must actively participate in this year’s state
team competition.
