Iowa High School Senior Scholarship Information & Eligibility:
A. Three $500 scholarships will be awarded by the lowa High School Sports Network.
B. Scholarships shall be for the purpose of education beyond the high school level.
C. The scholarship will be paid upon receiving a letter of college acceptance.
D. If the student receiving the scholarship decides not to go to an educational institute,
they should notify ISDTA by July 1, 2010 so that it may be given to the first alternate.
E. Two seniors per school may apply — Applicants (not an alternate or manager) must
participate in the 2010 ISDTA Team Championships.
F. GPA Minimum: 3.25 (current GPA at the time of application)
G. Proof of enrollment at an educational institute must be received by ISDTA by June 1,
2010 to receive the scholarship.
H. Application must be complete and postmarked by October 1.
I. Finalists will be notified by mail prior to Nov. 7 to set up interview times.
I. Application, official transcript, three letters of recommendation (teacher, dance
team/color guard coach, and one of your choice) and answers to questions must be
postmarked by Oct.1, 2009. Combine all information into a portfolio/report form.
